3. Substantial Completion 
The Substantial Completion, as defined in the "Definitions" of Section I.1. g, will be 
initiated in writing by the Contractor and/or the Owner for the purpose of making 
available the stated Work, or a specified part thereof, for its intended use.  The Owner 
and the Contractor will conduct an inspection of the stated Work for compliance with 
the contract documents.  The Owner will have prepared a written Punch List of all items 
and/or the deficiencies for the Work covered by the Certificate of Substantial 
Completion, the Punch List shall also include an estimated cost to complete each item 
on the list. The Owner and Contractor shall collectively review the Punch List and 
estimated costs within 30 calendar days (may be extended to 45 calendar days for 
projects with an estimated cost of $10 million or more) of reaching substantial 
completion and use all reasonable effort to mutually agree on the Punch List and 
associated estimated costs. If there is a good faith dispute as to the Punch List and 
estimated costs, Owner reserves the right to retain any amounts required to complete 
the Punch List at its discretion, in compliance with Florida Statutes.
